Self-Organization Principles: foundations of a methodology to  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A wild exploration on the evolution of the concept of self -organization is provided as initial point for the analysis of  different alternative possibilities to develop a methodology to  improve regeneration programs in social communities.  Limitations in  the traditional approaches to regeneration are highlighted as well as their relation  with the particularities of human communities, and a set of open  questions are presented to be discussed in order to solve  contradictions and eventually create novel scenarios for the design of  a methodological approach based in cybernetic principles.  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
